Battle Harbour Green Team

With help from staff at the Battle Harbour Historic Trust, the Battle Harbour
Green Team has maintained two vegetable gardens and has been involved in
recycling and composting initiatives on the island. Other projects completed by
this year’s Green Team also included marking key locations on footpaths and
trails, laying crushed stone for paths throughout the island and removing and
reconstructing wooden framed raised beds in the “cellar garden” and to create a
mini greenhouse there. Other activities included constructing a stairway from the
main path around the island to the Grenfell Cottage, dismantling a barge and
building a new one for float planes to tie to, and general ground maintenance
and clean-up around the island.
